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A tragic error is perpetuating in the literature concerning the matters of color, when dealing with optical fusions. These ones are still considered being of additive nature, whereas experience shows us somewhat different results.

The very goal of this presentation is to show that above mentioned fusions are, in fact, of the “proportional” nature, tending to the additive or subtractive one, depending on each case itself. Using the pointillist paintings done in the manner of Seurat, or the spinning discs experiment could highlight this intermediate sector of the proportional. 

Its significance has been proved especially helpful (and of practical use) in the everyday life and confirms the theoretic importance of Hering’s primaries building the color combinations in the “Planetary Color System”.
