Increasing use of yellow colors in Kyoto.
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Colors being used for signboard, a store sign, an advertising sign, a sky sign, a poster, a placard, and a billboard were extensively surveyed in the city of Kyoto, Japan, in 1998.Vivid yellow is specially considered a color ill-matched to a image of the city which has an old history as a capital of Japan from 794 to 1868.Nowdays Kyoto barely keeps a traditional artistic and cultural atmosphere with the enforcement of the law for reserving historical sites and conservation of nature. The color of the city harmonizing with landscapes has been still left at hill sides along with surrounding mountains opened only toward the south leading to Osaka and the Pacific Ocean.
However, a number of a yellow painted sign, given a name by us as Y98 virus, have recently increased and invaded a center area and suburbs of the town and contaminated harmony between the old and new colors being used in the city which have generally constituted of various hues with low in both values and chromas. Discussions done among people trying to find out what to do and where we should go will be described in a main text.
