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Realisation aspects of a „Colour Centre” to be established in Hungary

Basic aspects

1. A market oriented education will be established in relation to post–gradual national and international education – in addition to basic and supplementary education .
2. Its IT system is connected to current but future–oriented systems facilitates direct information exchange.
3. Its R&D base supports market–oriented education, synthetizes information, consolidates R&D systems and defines policy.
Detailed specification of basic aspects

1. Market–oriented education:

· Training – adapted to the comprehensive national education plan of technical and non–technical fields but being open to integration into international education systems – will be established with different degrees and training periods.

· Training and education of colour dynamics comprehensively handles training tasks and provides guidelines
· Education of teachers for colour dynamics.
2. IT network:

· Provides quick information exchange through its connections to international networks – in addition to an active information gathering and systematisation within the country. 

· Accessing to the network it provides basic information to international users, provides up–to–date general information about different results in the field of colour dynamics.

· Provides free or reimbursable provision of information 

3. R&D base:
· Conducts colour dynamics research and performs partial research related to basic or other development areas.

· The research activity extends to non–technical areas, its results can be used for all disciplines 

· As a central player embraces and helps the experimental, initial theoretic and practical research efforts and according to development resources actively supports further steps.

Summary of basic aspects:
Based on the formulation of basic aspects the activities will be defined, classified according to the current requirements system but containing the possibility to meet flexibly changing market requirements.
