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An end is a beginning. It is time to look at the past and to plan for the future. In the last two centuries we have begun to understand the phenomenal interaction of color in the two dimensional plane. Individuals such as Goethe and Albers have demonstrated some of the rudimentary and profound interactions of color, which affect our world and us constantly. 

With the growing complexity of our world, with economies changing from local to global, with technologies requiring the development of new languages to allow us to communicate, new demands are placed on art, architecture and design. The environments that are to be created require greater sensory support for the individual. This may be called the new humanism in design. 

Within the context of this new humanism the role of color is ever more important. For the designer to effectively manipulate the three dimensional world with color, a basic understanding of the language for color phenomena that we experience needs to be explored. The art and design component of the symposium will open a dialogue on this basic language, experience and perception of the interaction of color in the three dimensional world.
